STIPULATION

This matter having been scheduled for hearing before the State Office of Administrative
Hearings and Rules, on July 7, 2009, pursuant to a Formal Complaint, dated October 23,
2008, hereafter "Complaint,” filed in accordance with the provisions of the Michigan
Occupational Code, 1980 PA 293, MCL 339.101 et seq., against BRENT J. BUCKLEY D/B/A
BUCKLEY CONSTRUCTION, Respondent, hereafter “Respondent,” by the Department of
Erergy, Labor & Economic Growth, and all parties being desirous of reaching an amicable
seitlement of said Complaint; therefore -

1. IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED, by and between the parties hereto, that Respondent
admits to the violation set forth in paragraph 9 of the Complaint.

2. Respondent admits to a violation of Section 604(c) of the Michigan. Occupational
Code, 1980 PA 299, as amended; MCL 339.604(c). All other allegations in the Formal
Complaint are hereby DISMISSED.

3. IT IS FURTHER STIPULATED, by and between the parties hereto, that Respondent
shall pay a FINE in the amount of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00). Said fine shall be paid by
cashier's check or money order, with Complaint No. 309828 clearly indicated on the check or
money order, made payable to the State of Michigan, within sixty (60) days of the date of

mailing of the Final Order in this matter. Said check or money order shall be mailed to the
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Department of Energy, Labor & Economic Growth, Bureau of Commercial Services, P.O. Box
30018, Lansing, Michigan 48909. If Respondent fails to comply with the terms of this Stipulation
within sixty (60) days of the date of mailing of the Final Order in this matter, then the FINE shall
" increase tc; ‘Five Thousand Dé!lérs ($5,000.00).

4. 1T IS FURTHER STIPULATED, by and between the parties hereto, that Respondent
shall make RESTITUTION in the amount of Three Thousand Seven Hundred Dollars
($3,700.00) by check or money order made payable to Alex and Cheryl Fisher, 3116 Aarons
Road, Lewiston, Ml 49756, within sixty (60) days of the date of mailing of the Final Order in this
matter.

5 IT IS FURTHER STIPULATED, by and between the parties hereto, that failure to
comply with the terms set forth in this Stipulation within sixty (80) days of the daie of mailing of
the Final Order shall result in a suspension or continued suspension of all licenses or
registrations of Respondent or in the denial of any license or registration renewal and the denial
of future applications for licensure or registration until compliance is made with the terms of this
Stipulation.  In addition, if Respondent fails to comply with the terms of this Stipulation within
sixty (50} days of the date of mailing of the Final Order in this matter, then the FINE shall
increase to Five Thousand Dollars {$5,000.00).

8. IT IS FURTHER STIPULATED, by and between the parties hereto, that failure to
comply with the terms set forth in this Stipulation within six (6) months of the date of mailing of
the Final Order shall resulf in a révocation or continued revacation of all licenses or registrations
of Respondent or in the denial of any license or registration renewal and the denial of future
applications for licensure or regisiration untit compliance is made with the terms of this
Stipulation.

7. Respondent agrees to submit written proof of having complied with each requirement
of this Final Order, in a form acceptable to the Department, to the Michigan Department of
Energy, Labor and Economic Growth, Bureau of Commercial Services, Administrative Services
Division, P.O. Box 30018, Lansing, MI'48909. Forms of acceptable proof of monetary restitution

payment, if restitution is a part of the Stiputation, include: A copy of the front and back of the
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cancelled chizck that was made payabls to the persbn(s) ordered to-receive restitution; or a
receipt slgned by the parson(s) to whom restitution was payable, staling restitution was paid
and the amount paid. For corrective repairs, and other non-moenetary forms of restitution, the
respondant, prior fo the axpiration of the respective term or conditlon date(s) se! within this
stipulation, is reguired to submit wiitten proof from the appropriate gpvarnmenmi official or the
person ordered ta benefit from restitution fo prove thz;lt the respondent timely complled with the
ordered corrective or remedial action.

forlh int the Camplaint by pregentation of gvidence and lagal asthorily and et which Respandent
waould be entitled {o sppsar with or withou! an atlomey to cross-examine all withesses presented
ky the !ﬁepaﬁmant and fo present such testimony or other evidencs or legal authority desmed
appropriate as 8 defense to sald charges
