Powered Dockboards & Lift Platforms. 

Rule 34(9)

Below is information on lift platforms used to load and unload, as in powered dockboards (commonly found in grocery stores).  The example shown is of a scissor lift type.

Federal Register CFR-29 1910.30, other working surfaces, paragraph (a)(3) states, “Powered dockboards shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the CS-202-56.” The attached pages are the requirements from CS-202-56, with some explanation as to intent.  When a lift platform used as a powered dockboard is observed, use the CS-202-56 as guidelines for compliance of pinch point guarding. Other areas are covered as indicated.

Lift platforms used in other applications will be covered based on the hazard.

POWERED OVERHEAD AND SLIDING DOORS – July 1995.

Part 1, Rule 34(9), General Provisions, applies to powered overhead and sliding door pinch points.  All powered overhead and sliding doors must be equipped with either a sensing strip, photoelectric eye, constant pressure down control switch or a slip clutch device when the doors are operated from a remote location and the operator does not have a clear view of the door closure.  In cases where the operator is stationed at and in view of the door, either a constant pressure control button or an off/on switch is required.
