Rule 2231(1) 

A check of vision requirements for a valid driver’s license for neighboring states and Canada was conducted and it was determined that only Indiana did not meet the Michigan criteria.  Therefore, a valid driver’s license from Ohio, Wisconsin, or Ontario, Canada would be considered adequate proof and would be a De Minimis violation.

Minimum requirements for Michigan driver’s license are:

· 20/40 Acuity

· 70 degree peripheral vision each side

It has been determined that equipment such as front end loaders, scrapers, bulldozers and other vehicles intended primarily for earth moving will be covered by Part 22, Tractors, instead of Part 21, Powered Industrial Trucks.  As such, a valid Michigan driver’s license is acceptable proof of vision requirements and also does not require an operator’s permit.
