Rule 223  

Tread and Rise Requirements.

There are differences in requirements between the General Industry Safety Standard Part 2, Floor and Wall, Part 6, Fire Exits and the BOCA or National Building Code in regards to tread run and rise.

To provide some flexibility, MISOHA will use Rule 223 of Part 2.  This will allow for stairs to vary from 30 degrees to 50 degrees in pitch or angle.  Part 6 would only allow two variations in pitch or angle, 38 degrees and 48 degrees.

The following table will give the approximate degree of pitch in relation to the variations allowed in Part 2:
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
