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R408.14465.  Molding machine. 
Rule 4465  

This rule requires that manually controlled molding machines be equipped with a set of two-hand controls for each operator.  This rule does not apply to automatically controlled molding machines such as many of the “Hunter” brand machines.

When automatically controlled molding machines are encountered which have not been adequately safeguarded, Rule 34(3) and/or 34(9) of the General Rules standard will be used to recommend citations. 34(3) will be used for point of operation hazards and 34(9) will be used for pinch points other than point of operation hazards.

Rule 34(3) and (9) require safeguarding by means of guards and/or devices.  Basically, whatever safeguarding method is employed, it must prevent any part of the operator=s body from entering the hazardous area during the operating cycle.

Rule 4465 and 4466 are specific as to the safeguarding required on manually controlled machines.  The only exception to the two-hand controls required by the rule will be with regard to machines equipped with the spring loaded swing away head.

When encountering the manually controlled molding machines equipped with the spring loaded swing away head, requiring the use of one hand to hold the head in place and a control activated by the second hand, a De Minimis notice of violation will be recommended.

When encountering the manually controlled molding machine equipped with the swing away head, a citation on the subject foundry rules will be recommended.
